The Uninvited

WOMEN: 
* Stella Meredith - 18 years old, but naive and young for her age. Charming, vulnerable, curious. Feels a strange "pull" toward her family home, Cliff End, due to a tragic death of her mother and nanny. Raised by her military grandfather and a harsh governess, Stella has been sheltered and is ready to break free.

* Pamela Fitzgerald - mid 20s to early 40s. Sister to Roddy, she is intelligent, enthusiastic, practical and one of the first to detect the paranormal presence in the new home bought with her brother, Cliff End.

* Lizzie Flynn - housekeeper who has served the Fitzgeralds for a generation. Loyal, superstitious and Irish (an accent would be a plus!), she is also outspoken and opinionated. She is petrified of the spirits at Cliff End and partial to a cat named Whiskey.

* Mrs. Jessup - middle aged neighbor who is the town gossip. She is alert, eccentrically dressed and nosey.

* Wendy - mid 20s to early 40s. Friend of the Fitzgeralds, she is by profession an actress, but also claims to have psychic abilities - which are realized in the play. She is vivacious, dramatic, flamboyant and at times becomes "possessed" by the spirits.

* Miss Holloway - mature woman. Stella's former governess and nurse to Stella's deceased mother, Mary, Holloway is stern and slightly sinister. She should have a theatrical feel, but be as cold as the stone under Cliff End.

MEN:
* Roderick "Roddy" Fitzgerald - mid 20s to early 40s. Older brother by a few years to Pamela. A successful literary critic who is retiring to Cliff End in order to write his first play, "Barbara" (a psychological thriller). Strong but kind, Roddy at first resists belief in the paranormal activities of the home, but later rallies with his sister to fight them. He has a sweet crush on Stella, as she seems to be the epitome of innocence.

* Commander Brooke - mature man (over 50). A retired naval officer, the Commander is Stella's grandfather. He is stern, overprotective and secretive. His health is failing, and he uses a cane to maneuver. He is defensive of his deceased daughter, Mary, and wary of Stella's interaction with his family home.

* Max Hillard - mid 20s to early 40s. A young painter and a friend of the Fitzgeralds. He arrives with Wendy, and there could be a romantic connection between them. He is charming, fun and highly social. His artistic expertise is a key in understanding Stella's deceased father, Llewellyn Meredith, who was a expressive and unusual painter.

* Dr. Scott - could be almost any age. A pleasant village doctor who is definitely likable and easily befriends the Fitzgeralds and companions. He is funny, easy-going and nonchalant except when he speaks of his past with Miss Holloway, whom he suspects of maltreating patients.

* We are setting the play in Connecticut, so there is no need for British accents :)
* We'll do cold readings from the script, but the character breakdowns below will help immensely in your auditions (I wrote them myself, so it's exactly what I'm looking for!!). 
* The original movie from the 1940s should be a good reference if one can get ahold of a copy. The newest movie from 2008, however, is a total departure from the script. Almost no element from the original play (which we are doing) remains, so do NOT use it as a reference or you'll be completely confused.
* The show calls for significant special effects to properly mystify and frighten the audience and actors. We will not have these at the auditions, so bring your imagination and spooky selves. :)

Plaza Suite

Act One - Visitor from Mamaroneck
Karen Nash - 40's-50's - middle-aged housewife with 2 grown kids in college - a good hearted person - not too good with dates or ages - trying to keep the marriage alive

Sam Nash - 40's-50's - physically fit - having a mid-life crisis with his secretary

Jean McCormack - late 20's - smart, divorced - pretty young secretary to Sam Nash (will probably play the bride in Act Three)

Waiter - any age (will probably play the waiter in Act Two & the groom in Act Three)

Bellhop - any age

Act Two - Visitor from Hollywood
Jesse Kiplinger - late 30's - early 40's - famous Hollywood Producer who grew up in Tenafly, New Jersey - plays up the "Hollywood" stuff with Muriel - dated Muriel in High School

Muriel Tate - late 30's - early 40's - married, stay at home Mom with 3 kids - dated Jesse Kiplinger in High School - fascinated with Jesse & his Hollywood life much to the dismay of her husband

Waiter - any age

Act Three - Visitor from Forest Hills
Norma Hubley - 40's-50's - Roy's wife and Mimsey's mother - a little nervous, communicates with Roy by yelling and aggravating him

Roy Hubley - 40's-50's - Norma's husband and Mimsey's father - a quick temper (not dangerous just loud) - communicates with Norma by yelling and aggravating her

Borden Eisler - 18-25 - groom (comes in at the very end of the act - will probably be played by the actor playing the waiter in the other acts)

Mimsey Hubley - 18-25 - bride (comes in at the very end of the act - will probably be played by the actress playing Jean in Act One)
The Drowsy Chaperone

The Man in the Chair: (30-40) The narrator of the show. He communicates directly with the audience. He should be personality plus. He truly loves the show "The Drowsy Chaperone" and knows every word to every song and scene. He moves the story along breaking the fourth wall and speaks candidly with the audience. Great comic timing is necessary. He is a bachelor in NYC, who shares his love of the musical theatre with anyone who will listen. This, for the most part, is a non-singing role.

Janet Van de Graaff: (20s - 30s) Star of Feldzieg's Follies who is conflicted
about giving up her life on the stage to marry Robert Martin. Attractive,
vivacious, outgoing personality. She loves being the center of attention and
is the consummate 1920s starlet. Strong movement and special skills
(acrobatics, juggling, etc.) a plus.
Vocal range: Alto with big belt (G3-E5)

Robert Martin: (20s - 30s) The groom-to-be who is deeply in love with Janet. He
is the token 1920s leading man - debonair, dashing, and a matinee idol. He
is cheesy, cheerful, and optimistic. Must be able to dance and roller
skate.
Vocal range: Tenor (C3 – Ab4)

The Drowsy Chaperone: (30s-50s) Janet’s alcoholic confidante. Care-free,
often because she is drunk. An experienced ‘woman of the world’ who couldn’t
care less what the world thinks. A melodramatic diva to be reckoned with who
gleefully chews the scenery and steals just about every scene she is in.
Great comedic role. Think Liza Minnelli meets Tallulah Bankhead.
Vocal range: Alto with strong belt (F3-D5)

Aldolpho: (30s-40s) Latin lothario. A womanizing cad who is very impressed with
himself. He is confident, vigorous, and a buffoon. Vaudeville-style acting
and fake Spanish/Italian accent required. Should have great comic timing.
Vocal range: Bass/Baritone + great falsetto (A#2-G4)

Mrs. Tottendale: (40-60) A wealthy widow and host of the wedding. She is
flighty, eccentric, oftentimes forgetful, and funny. She is absolutely
charming, bubbly and oblivious to the confusion her behavior generates in
other people.
Vocal range: Alto character voice (G3-Db5)

Underling: (40s-60s) Mrs. Tottendale’s unflappable butler and manservant. He
is stoic, dry-humored and sarcastic. The epitome of the proper English
butler. A cross between Arthur Treacher and Niles the butler from The Nanny.
Vocal range: Tenor character voice (Ab2-G4)

Mr. Feldzieg: (40s-50s) Harried producer who will do anything to stop the
wedding in order to keep Janet in the Follies. He is nervous, sarcastic,
impatient, overbearing, and insensitive.
Vocal range: Baritone (Db3-Db4)

Kitty: (30s) 1920s dumb blonde chorine. She is Mr. Feldzieg’s companion and
will do anything to be a leading lady. A cross between Norma Cassady from
Victor Victoria and Lena Lamont from Singin’ in the Rain.
Vocal range: Soprano comedic belt (Bb3-F5)

George: (30s-40s) Robert’s anxious best man. He is loyal, sincere, and
nervous. Makes looking out for Robert’s interests his top priority so that
the wedding will come off without a hitch. Must be able to dance.
Vocal range: Tenor (F3-Bb4)

Gangsters 1 & 2: (30s-40s) Two jovial gangsters who are posing as pastry
chefs. Typical 1920s Broadway gangsters full of word play and stylized
movements. Good comic timing and dancing skills required.
Vocal range: Tenor (Db3-Gb4)

Trix the Aviatrix: (20-50) The brave and brash female aviator. She is sassy,
sleek and a take charge kind of gal. Preferably an African American actress
as originally cast. May double in the ensemble.
Vocal range: Alto (Ab3-Eb5)

Ensemble: (20-40) A strong, dancing/singing ensemble consisting of 2 men and
2 women.
Vocal range: Soprano, Alto, Tenor, Bass
